Preparation:  Put up sign in the ESL area to reserve space.
                        Turn on the computers and instructor’s workstation/overhead in
                             classroom.

                         Set out handouts for students. 

                        Write librarian’s name and outcomes on the white board.

Outcomes on white board:  
    Use two methods to find books in the Library, the online catalog 

       and browsing the shelves using the LC Classification. 
    Understand the purpose of the call number on a book.
    Understand library vocabulary.

    Understand layout and services in the library.                   

Procedure:

WELCOME students to the Library

Go over Handouts with students. 

    (Handouts = Worksheet, Map, LC Classification Sheet, Bookmark with information on the library hours and check-out times)
Show call number (on overhead screen) which matches that on the worksheet.
 Discuss call number as the address of a book.

Take the students on a tour of the Library with reference to vocabulary words and the questions on the Worksheet. 
Return to classroom to demonstrate the Library Catalog and find the call number of the World Book Encyclopedia.

Ask the students to start answering the questions on the worksheet. 
Report back to classroom to report on their experiences and turn in the work sheet to be graded using the rubric.

After the Session:

Obtain feedback from the Instructor.

Turn off the computers and straighten the room.

Grade the worksheets using the rubric and send to the instructor.
