Narrative Description: 

On a daily basis, an abundance of health information is presented to the general public, many members of which may not be able to critically process it.  Nursing students should learn how to find the science behind the magazine article.

This assignment asks students to compare a health-related popular magazine article claim to its primary source in order to determine its validity.  In the process, the students will use their information literacy, critical thinking, and writing skills, with help from resources on campus.
