1. Description of project.

At this point in the development of information literacy assessment at Spokane Community College we felt it was most important to develop and organize some foundational resources.  Information Literacy Core Competencies were created based on ACRL Standards.  A webpage called “Faculty Toolkit for Teaching Information Literacy” was designed to bring together instructional aids and assessment instruments within the framework of the competencies.  The Toolkit is meant to be used by both librarians and teaching faculty.  Some of the resources already existed and others were newly created during the 2006/2007 project cycle.  Most of the resources were created by librarians but some were created by teaching faculty.  The plan is to expand the Toolkit as more resources are developed.  

Newly created resources include:

· a ProQuest tutorial with audio narration

· a strategy for teaching about various types of information with assessment

· research guides on controversial issues and primary sources

· assessment of library and information literacy awareness

· basic technology skill level assessment

We haven’t gathered evidence at this point. Many of the assessments took longer to develop than we had initially anticipated. 
3. How did it advance assessing Information Literacy in your library and/or at your campus?

It was necessary for us to have the assessment instruments appropriate for our students. Having developed and/or identified those that we feel CAN use with our faculty and students was a critical first step.
Overall Learning

The Introduction to Using ProQuest tutorial was done as a PowerPoint show with narration. Faculty have indicated that students need to be able to view the show without having to install PowerPoint. We will be exploring ways to produce this tutorial in such a way that it will play for students whether they are on-campus or off, and whether they have PowerPoint installed on their computers or not.
